35. Provided that it shall not interrupt a speech, 3 proposal to adjourn
the Council to a specified date and hour may be made at any time, but it

proposal to the Council- :

36. A motion or an amendment which has been moved and seconded
shall not be withdrawn save with the leave of the Council which shall not
ll)e' deemed to be granted, if any member dissents frou the granting of
eave.

37- . When 2 motion has been moved and seconded, mg:mbers other
than the mover and the seconder may speak on the motion 1n such order
as the President may direct:

Provided that the seconder of a motion or an amendment may, with
the permission of the President, confine himself to seconding the motion
or amendment as the case may be, and speak thereon at any subsequent
stage of the debate.

38. During the meeting, the President may, at any time, make ail'jr'r
objection or suggestion or BIVE inforination to elucidate any point to help
‘the members in the discussion-

g- (1) The mover of an original motion and, if pennitted by the
President, the mover of any amendment shall be entitled to a tight of
final reply; no other member shall speak more than once to anv debate
except, with the permission of the President, for the purpose of making 2
personal explanation 0% of putting a question to the member then address-

Provided that any member at any stage of the debate may rise to
point. of order, but 1o speech shall be allowed on that point:

Provided further that a member who has spoken on a motion may
-speak again on an amendment subsequently moved to the motion.-

(2) No member shall, save with the permission of the President,

: Provided that the mover of motion when moving the same. may
speak for ten minutes. - .
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
